Reflections in the Water: A Time for Remembrance (and Service to Others)

“They will beat their swords into ploughshares and their spears into pruning hooks. Nation will not
take up sword against nation, nor will they train for war anymore. Every man will sit under his own vine
and under his own fig tree, and no one will make them afraid, for the LORD Almighty has spoken. All the
nations may walk in the name of their gods; we will walk in the name of the LORD our God for ever and
ever. ‘In that day,” declares the LORD,, ‘ I will gather the lame; I will assemble the exiles and those I have
brought to grief. I will make the lame a remnant, those driven away a strong nation. The LORD will rule
over them in Mount Zion from that day and forever.”” — Micah 4:3-5

“World War I ended on November 11, 1918, with the signing of the Armistice. In the first
Armistice Day proclamation in 1919, President Woodrow Wilson called for the nation to remember those
who had died in their country’s service and to make the day an opportunity for America to ‘show her
sympathy with peace and justice in the councils of the nation.” In 1938 Congress called for the
observance of Armistice Day in churches and schools — again dedicating the day to the cause of world
peace. Note the order here: the nation was telling the churches to celebrate this day. This was not an
initiative arising from the churches, but from the Congress. The United States was still reeling from the
effects of World War I and the Great Depression, and the political climate overall was against any sort of
engagement in wars.”

From my childhood I remember a large, oval-framed, black and white photograph with the
image of a young, dark-haired man gazing solemnly down from a wall in the home of a relative.
In time I would learn this youth dressed in the uniform of an American Expeditionary Force
‘doughboy’ was my maternal grandfather. Although he died before I was born, he was a man
known more to his children and family as just another person born in rural eastern North
Carolina who farmed tobacco. Very little is remembered or known of his service in the trenches
of the Great War and how he lived and served for a brief period of his life in a unique and
violent chapter of our history that continues to shape the world in which we live today. What
remembrance of his service, along with the service of millions of others around the world, is
recalled on Veterans Day, a time to honor and remember those who return to families and
communities after service. As described in the ecclesiastical reference above, the occasion also
represents an appeal from the civil government to the churches within our nation to be in prayer
for peace and to remember those who have served often at great cost to themselves and those
around them.

I invite you to consider by way of remembrance that 2011 is a solemn year for many
reasons. This All Saints’ Sunday we remember the many who have lived out their faith with us
in the Church. We also mark that we have been a nation at war for ten years. It is a time to
recall times that we as a Church have been asked to observe occasions such as a special Day of
Prayer following the attacks of September 11. As we approach Veterans’ Day this year, we can
also remember that we have now in our midst a new generation of young men and women who
have been affected by the lengthy wars in Afghanistan and Iraq and who need our actual care as
well as our respect.

During a recent home visit I learned in conversation about many of the specific needs of this
group of fellow citizens who return to their hometowns and families with many permanent
physical and emotional scars as well as financial hardships. I do not raise this need as a political
or a patriotic issue, but as a pastoral concern for our neighbors and our children. Many of our
sister churches have programs in place that reach out to these returning veterans. The
Evangelical Lutheran Church (www.ecla.org) has a pastoral outreach ministry called Care For
Returning Veterans and Samaritan’s Purse sponsors an initiative known as the Wounded
Warrior Project. Also, as we consider those affected by war, we also have an opportunity to
consider on Sunday, November 13, another demographic group affected by war as we highlight
the needs of orphans around the world and the need for foster care within our own community.
I ask this November during our days of remembrance and thanksgiving that when you consider
your role as a Christian and peacemaker in the world to remember and honor those who have
lost and sacrificed so much along with their families and to remember as well as the widows
and orphans in our midst.

May the grace of God abide with you,

It is great to back in the swing of work and activity. I thrive
on being busy, but most importantly it is fantastic to reconnect
with all of my church family. I’ve missed you all very much.
You might get sick of hearing this from me over the next few
months, but I truly learned what a Sabbatical is and what is
required of you to let go and let God fill the empty spaces.

My mother loves to share stories, books, quotes and articles
with me that she finds at her church or in her devotional study.
She forwarded an article to me that came from her pastor the
week [ returned to work. It was perfect timing, or maybe
divine intervention. It was article about “applause in worship”
found on a daily devotional site on Facebook of all places.
The author, Anthony Robinson a UCC pastor, says of applause
in worship, “...it fills up the spaces, the silent spaces
following a powerful solo or anthem or sharing or testimony
where God's presence is palpable, or might be if it were
silent.” The basic point of this short article is that we should
God into the silent spaces of worship rather than filling them
up with applause. No matter your opinions and views on this
subject, I would like for you to consider something about our
quiet times in worship and throughout our week.

Have you ever just wanted your family to turn off the TV?
Have you ever wished your child or spouse would just stop
talking for five minutes and give you a breather? Maybe it’s a
woman thing, but I’ve had both feelings. I rush around all
day, pick up Reagan from school and take her to ride her pony
or to gymnastics and then there is the homework and, of
course, searching for the answer to “what’s for dinner?” All I
really wish for is ten minutes to unwind and breathe. I admit
listening for God in these times is not always on my mind.

This article I quote and my experience with Sabbatical
have taught me that those quiet times when there is no noise
are perfect opportunities to turn my focus to God. Maybe it’s
ten minutes at the end of a crazy day or a week at the beach
during which God is there and ready to interact with us. How
can we hear with all the noise of our lives interfering? Next
time you consider filling up a quite time with noise, pause, let
go and listen. God has something to share with you.

The Session approved the request from the Evangelism
and Outreach Committee to highlight Orphan Sunday on
November 13" to bring the plight of orphans around the world
to our attention. November is also National Adoption Month--
-a time to raise awareness of children in foster
care who need loving families.

As part of that outreach, we have requested
The Orphans Table for use by PYC and KICKS.
The meal packs, which are a part of the Table,
will allow our youth to share a typical meal that
may be eaten by orphans around the world.

On Orphan Sunday, churches and families
celebrate God’s heart for the fatherless and how
Christians can respond through adoption, foster
care and global orphan initiatives. There are
roughly 420,000 children in the foster system in the U. S.
today, with nearly 120,000 waiting to be adopted. Globally,
an estimated 18.3 million children have lost both parents.

From the Director of Choirs

As we enter November, we see the All Saints’ celebration
upon us. Growing up, my family never celebrated
this day (we were Baptist, and this was not our
tradition), but it has become one of the dearest
days of the Christian year for me. I find it to be
both cathartic and meditative to remember those
who have gone before us. To me, this is a large
part of what it means to be a church — a body of people who
share in each other’s triumphs and trials, their joys and their
woes. But it also connects us to our religious tradition, and it
allows us to remember the many generations who have been
before us. It is the essence of what it means to be a
congregation.

This is the reason we have traditions; they connect us to the
past. But they also connect us across the intangible lines that
divide us. We are one with not only the Presbyterians who went
before us, we are also connected with Presbyterians across the
globe. But, more importantly, we connect to all people who
share in this celebration.

And this brings me to the Haydn quote. I believe that music
plays an essential role in the All Saints’ tradition. Whether it is
in corporate worship or private reflection, music provides
‘solace and refreshment’ to all who seek it. As Mr. Haydn
notes, this is a primary function of musical creation.

I hope that the music we bring you will find your soul and
relieve and revitalize you — All Saints’ Sunday, throughout
November, Advent, and beyond. We inherit a great body of
work from our predecessors (like Haydn!), and I hope it goes
forth to the next generation, so they can continue in these great
traditions.

Testament emphasizes that Christians are God’s beloved

About 700 years after the church began, leaders
designated November 1 as All Saints’ Day to honor people
whose lives reflect Christ dwelling in them. Because God
has saved us, all Christians can wear the label of saint.

Members are urged to
bring photographs and mementos of their loved ones to be
displayed in the parlor on All Saints’ Sunday, November

Building Project Enters Overdrive!

With the demolition of the florist done and the asbestos
abatement finally in the “rear view mirror,” our building
project has reached overdrive. As anyone passing the
church can see, there is a lot going on. We have turned the
corner on prepping for construction and have finally begun
the construction of our new building. After weeks of
demolition on the interior of the fellowship hall, classrooms
and preschool, we have now begun to lay the footers for the
two-story section. If you have noticed on the exterior the
growing piles of concrete you can see the by products of
the interior work being done. Inside we have almost
completed the excavation of the sections of the concrete
floor to install our new electrical and plumbing lines. Only
a few stud walls on the interior remain standing.

We have experienced a slight delay because of the
required removal of the old heating oil tank from the florist
property. We must follow state testing and guidelines to
remove the contaminated soil and refill the excavated area
with clean fill. We expect to have this completed in a week
or so, depending on weather. Our interior committee is
hard at work behind the scenes with the final plans for the
interior décor under Anita Liverman’s superior supervision.
I am glad I am not on that committee as all my “taste is in
my mouth.”

The financial portion is moving smoothly and all
procedures, checks, and balances are in place to assure
accountability and transparency in the financial end of the
project. A big shout out to Bob Worsham and Billy Duncan
for arranging all these parts of the project and making sure
the money is safeguarded and reported accurately. Pledges
continue to come in each week and we encourage everyone
to keep the pledge commitments coming. So far we have
not needed to draw from the loan, but that will be necessary
in just a short while. The more we collect on pledges, the
longer we can wait to draw on the loan and the more
interest we save.

I want to remind everyone that the site of construction
has a number of hazards, and we all need to refrain from
entering the construction site. Clancy and Theys have strict
and good safety requirements to which we are expected to
adhere.
